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Principal’s Report
Learning to Live with Al

Similar to when the internet and smartphones entered our lives years ago, Artificial Intelligence (AI) will likely also be
our close buddy. About a year ago, it was awkward to see several car advertisements pop up on my smartphone,
seconds after I searched online for an automobile tire. Now I have gotten used to it.

I am still hesitant to let AI do my thinking and work. I occasionally use Al to check my work or translation. In my
experience, Al translation is about 90% accurate, but I must proofread it to make sure that the words and concepts are
interpreted correctly. Oftentimes the cultural nuances are incorrect or sometimes excluded entirely.

Al tools can be helpful, but in education, parents and teachers must be careful how we allow children to use them.
Letting Al do all the thinking and work can be harmful for the child’s education and brain! It is difficult for Al to foster
social skills, emotional intelligence, and critical thinking, so the teacher or parent must be intentional to provide
stimulation and growth in these areas. Al should be used as a supplemental tool to establish closer relationships
between the child and teacher/parent.

We adults are all challenged to learn the benefits and risks of using Al for our children’s education, just as handing them
a smartphone or letting them loose on the internet can be dangerous. How is your AI IQ to protect your child?

As we look to celebrate mother’s day this month, I hope that your family can find ways to create a loving, effective
learning environment for your child, as well as a home where mom feels loved and supported.
